After careful consideration, we have decided that the following homework requirements will
now be in place for each year group in order to support the development of key skills:

Reception:

An optional activities grid to support the promotion of GLD (Good Level of Develop-
ment). Teachers will keep you informed of home support using the online system Tap-
estry, so please make sure you are signed up for this. If you would like to support your
child even further, teachers are happy to provide additional maths/handwriting work. Just
pop along and see them!
